Where figures have been rounded, discrepancies may occur between the sum of

component items and the published total. Published percentages are calculated prior to

rounding of the figures and therefore some discrepancy may occur between these

percentages and those that could be calculated from the rounded figures.

RO U N D I N G

During the course of the 2010-11 collection, some government departments have

provided revised expenditure estimates for 2008-09 and 2009-10. These data revisions

have been included in this release.

RE V I S I O N

This publication presents estimates of Australian public funding for arts and cultural

activities, facilities and services by the Australian Government, state and territory

governments and local governments.

The statistics relating to the Australian Government and state and territory governments

are sourced from the Cultural Funding by Government collection conducted annually by

the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS), and have been compiled using information

provided directly to the ABS by government departments. Funding of arts and cultural

activities by local government are included as part of the Local Government Statistics

Collection undertaken by the ABS.

For the purposes of analysis, tables in this publication contain data for 2010-11 and

2009-10 with some graphs also including data for 2008-09. Time series data from 2007-08

to 2010-11 is available in the datacube produced for this publication which can be found

on the ABS website <www.abs.gov.au>. Data collected prior to 2007-08 is not

comparable with more recent data, refer to paragraph 16 in the Explanatory Notes for

more information.

Data have been aligned, where possible, with the categories specified in the Industry

Classification of the Australian Culture and Leisure Classifications, 2008 (Second

Edition) (ACLC), (cat. no. 4902.0). The Explanatory Notes, Appendix and Glossary

provide detailed information on the data sources, counting rules, terminology,

classifications and other technical aspects associated with these statistics.
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The estimate of capital expenditure by all levels of government was $878.4m in 2010-11, a

decrease of 7% from 2009-10 ($942.6m). In general capital expenditure fluctuates more

than recurrent expenditure due to its project based nature.

The majority of capital expenditure was by the state and territory governments at

$543.8m (62% of total capital expenditure) while the Australian Government spent

$177.6m and local government outlaid $156.9m in 2010-11 (20% and 18% of total capital

expenditure respectively).

CA P I T A L EX P E N D I T U R E

In 2010-11 recurrent expenditure was $5,771.8m, an increase of 2% from 2009-10

($5,686.3m). Recurrent expenditure as a proportion of total cultural expenditure (87%)

remained at a similar level to previous years: 86% in 2009-10 and 87% in 2008-09.

The estimate of recurrent expenditure by state and territory governments was $2,574.9m

in 2010-11. In dollar terms this was the largest amount of the three levels of government

although it represented only 83% of total cultural expenditure by state and territory

governments. In contrast, the proportion of expenditure by the Australian Government

and local government was higher for recurrent activities: 92% and 88% respectively.

RE C U R R E N T EX P E N D I T U R E

In 2010-11, the estimate of total expenditure funded by the three tiers of government

was $6,650.2m for cultural activities. This comprised:

! $2,271.6m (34% of total) from the Australian Government

! $3,118.8m (47%) from state and territory governments

! $1,259.9m (19%) from local government.

Total expenditure funded by government for cultural activities was relatively consistent

between 2010-11 and 2009-10 with an increase of less than 1% ($21.5m). This increase

was less than the increase of 4% between 2008-09 and 2009-10.

OV E R V I E W
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In 2010-11, the estimate of expenditure by the three tiers of government averaged

$299.80 per person in Australia. This expenditure per person was a decrease on the

$302.30 in 2009-10 but an increase on the $294.50 per person in 2008-09.

Cultural expenditure funded by the Australian Government in 2010-11 was $102.40 per

person which was a fall from $107.40 per person in 2009-10. In 2008-09 expenditure was

$106.00 per person. Expenditure in 2010-11 for Heritage activities was $26.70 per person

and $75.70 per person for Arts.

The estimate of expenditure by state and territory governments was $140.60 per person

in 2010-11, comprising $106.00 per person for Heritage and $34.60 per person for Arts.

This was similar to the 2009-10 figure of $140.30 per person. In 2008-09, expenditure by

state and territory governments equated to $135.30 per person.

The estimate of expenditure on cultural activities by local government was $56.80 per

person in 2010-11, up 4% on 2009-10 and 7% on 2008-09. South Australia ($67.00),

Victoria ($64.50) and New South Wales ($57.10) all had local government per person

expenditure amounts greater than the average.

The two categories with the highest expenditure funded by the Australian Government

in 2010-11 were:

! Radio and television services ($1,209.2m)

! Other museums and cultural heritage ($219.3m).

The two categories with the highest expenditure funded by state and territory

governments in 2010-11 were:

! Environmental heritage ($1,306.5m)

! Other museums and cultural heritage ($482.9m).

AUSTRAL IAN GOVERNMENT CULTURAL EXPENDITURE, By se lec ted
categor ies —2009-10 and 2010-11

In 2010-11 the estimate of Australian Government funded expenditure on Arts was

$1,678.7m. This was an increase of 1% from 2009-10, and accounts for 74% of the total

expenditure funded by the Australian Government.

The Arts category with the highest expenditure was Radio and television services (72%),

followed by Other arts (8%). The Other arts category comprises activities and services

such as administration, maintenance and operation that cannot be assigned to a specific

category.

AR T S

In 2010-11 the estimate of expenditure, funded by the Australian Government, on

Heritage activities fell 15% to $593.0m from $699.9m in 2009-10 .

The estimate of expenditure funded by the Australian Government was highest for Other

museums and cultural heritage ($219.3m) followed by Environmental heritage

($130.6m).

The estimate for expenditure on Art museums was $75.0m, a fall of 17% from $90.1m in

2009-10.

Expenditure on Libraries fell 9% to $60.3m in 2010-11, however this figure is consistent

with the expenditure reported in 2008-09 ($60.2m). It is important to note that this

category does not include funding for special libraries (e.g. parliamentary libraries) or

libraries in educational institutions such as schools and universities.

The only Heritage category with increased expenditure in 2010-11 was Archives which

rose 2% to $107.8m from the $105.6m reported in 2009-10.

HE R I T A G E
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The estimate of capital expenditure in 2010-11 funded by the Australian Government

accounted for 8% of all cultural expenditure, a fall from 10% in 2009-10. The majority

(52%) of Australian Government funded capital expenditure was for Arts activities in

2010-11. This was an increase from 2009-10 where 46% of capital expenditure was for

Arts.

The category with the highest capital expenditure in 2010-11 was Radio and television

services ($87.8m).

CA P I T A L EX P E N D I T U R E

In 2010-11 the estimate of recurrent expenditure funded by the Australian Government

was $2,094.0m (92% of total Australian Government funding). Of this recurrent

expenditure, $1,586.2m was for Arts and $507.7m for Heritage.

Categories with the highest recurrent expenditure matched the categories with the

highest overall expenditure. For Arts, this was Radio and televisions services ($1,121.5m),

Other arts ($141.3m) and Film and video production and distribution ($102.7m). For

Heritage, the categories with the highest recurrent expenditure were Other museums

and cultural heritage ($190.4m) and Environmental heritage ($124.3m).

In 2010-11 the estimate of expenditure on cultural activities, funded by the state and

territory governments, was $3,118.8m. This was an increase of $42.1m from 2009-10,

made up of a $79.1m fall in Heritage and a $121.2m rise in Arts.

Individual state and territory government's expenditure on cultural activities closely

reflected population size, with the more populous states of New South Wales ($835.4m),

Victoria ($580.4m), Queensland ($568.1m) and Western Australia ($556.8m) spending

more funds in 2010-11 than South Australia ($296.3m), Tasmania ($114.3m), the

Australian Capital Territory ($89.3m), and the Northern Territory ($78.1m).

FU N D I N G BY CA T E G O R Y

Throughout this publication, it is important to note that different administrative

arrangements and responsibilities exist in each of the states and territories and this

influences the distribution of cultural funding to the various Arts and Heritage categories.

Similarly, fluctuations in the different types of expenditure are also to be expected.

Recurrent expenditure of funding may vary due to one-off allocations for particular

organisations and projects while expenditure of funding for capital projects may extend

over several years. According to the level of activities, different amounts may be

expended on a yearly basis.

As a result, caution should be exercised when comparing expenditure of funding

between any of the state and territory jurisdictions.   

This chapter provides an analysis of aggregated state and territory expenditure on

cultural activities in 2009-10 and 2010-11. Analyses for the respective state and territory

jurisdictions are presented in chapters 4 to 11 for the same time periods.

I N T R O D U C T I O N
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The estimate of expenditure on the Arts, funded by the state and territory governments,

rose 19% in 2010-11 and was 25% of the total state and territory government expenditure

on cultural activities. This rise was the result of large increases in expenditure for

Performing arts venues (up 21%), Film and video production and distribution (up 21%)

and Other arts (up 37%).

AR T S

The category with the next highest expenditure was Other museums and cultural

heritage ($482.9m), followed by Libraries ($331.1m) and Art museums ($180.8m). The

New South Wales Government was the largest contributor to Other museums and

cultural heritage accounting for 47% of total state and territory government expenditure

on this category. Victoria (16%) was the next highest contributor with $78.3m.

In dollar terms, the Victorian Government spent the most on Libraries with an estimate

of $79.2m, followed by New South Wales ($77.5m) and Queensland ($57.1m). Of all

states and territories, the Tasmanian Government spent the largest proportion of its total

expenditure (18%) on Libraries. This reflects the fact that libraries are mainly or solely

funded by the Tasmanian Government whereas in the other states and the Northern

Territory, local governments also contribute significantly to the funding of libraries.
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Heritage categories accounted for the majority of state and territory government

expenditure (75%) in 2010-11, although expenditure is down from 79% in 2009-10.

Increases in estimates for Other museums and cultural heritage ($13.4m) and Art

museums ($2.5m) were offset by falls in all other Heritage categories. In dollar terms, the

largest fall was in the category of Environmental heritage where expenditure was $74.8m

lower in 2010-11 than in 2009-10.

In 2010-11 the category with the highest expenditure, funded by state and territory

governments, was Environmental heritage (42%). These funds were provided to assist

the operation of sites, collections and areas such as national parks, flora and fauna

reserves, zoological parks, aquaria and botanic gardens. All state and territory

governments directed more money to Environmental heritage than any other category

with over half of Western Australia's cultural expenditure (54%) being directed to this

activity.

In 2010-11 the estimate of expenditure funded by state and territory government on

recurrent cultural activities was 83% of total expenditure, which is similar to the

estimates in 2009-10 (82%) and 2008-09 (84%).

Across all state and territory governments, the proportion of recurrent expenditure

ranged from 78% of total expenditure by the Western Australian Government to 95% by

the Tasmanian Government.

Of all recurrent expenditure, 44% was for the Environmental heritage category. This was

followed by Other museums and cultural heritage (15%), Libraries (11%), Other arts

(7%) and Art museums (6%).

RE C U R R E N T EX P E N D I T U R E

The Victorian (27%), Queensland (18%) and Western Australian (18%) Governments

accounted for 63% of all Arts expenditure in 2010-11. Performing arts venues accounted

for the highest amount of state and territory Arts expenditure ($216.2m) in 2010-11. The

Victorian Government provided 37% and the New South Wales Government contributed  

22% of the estimate of expenditure in this category.

Other arts and Film and video production and distribution were also major components

of Arts expenditure, accounting for $184.6m and $118.4m respectively. The South

Australian and Victorian Governments accounted for 75% of the estimate of expenditure

on Film and video production and distribution.

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AR T S  c o n t i n u e d
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In 2010-11, the estimate of capital expenditure accounted for 17% of all state and

territory funded cultural expenditure and remains similar to the proportions in previous

years (18% and 16% in 2009-10 and 2008-09 respectively). The governments of Western

Australia and the Australian Capital Territory allocated the highest proportions of total

cultural expenditure to capital projects in 2010-11 with 22% and 21% respectively.

Environmental heritage ($182.8m), Performing arts venues ($101.4m) and Other

museums and cultural heritage ($93.9m) accounted for 70% of total capital expenditure

in 2010-11. Since 2009-10, fluctuations in capital expenditure were experienced in

specific categories. In particular, the estimate of capital expenditure on Environmental

heritage fell 26%. This was offset by expenditure increases on Film and video production

and distribution (221%), Design (up from $0.2m to $21.6m) and Performing arts venues

(21%).

Of all the state and territory governments, the New South Wales Government had the

highest estimate for capital expenditure on Heritage activities ($118.6m) and the

Western Australian Government had the highest estimate for capital expenditure on Arts

activities ($57.5m).

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Of all the state and territory governments, the New South Wales Government had the

highest estimate for recurrent expenditure on Heritage activities ($591.8m) and the

Victorian Government had the highest estimate for recurrent expenditure on Arts

activities ($154.0m).

RE C U R R E N T EX P E N D I T U R E

c o n t i n u e d
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In 2010-11 the estimate of cultural expenditure per person, by state and territory

governments, was $140.60. This was a slight increase on expenditure per person in

2009-10 ($140.30) and an increase on 2008-09 ($135.30). In 2010-11 expenditure per

person for Heritage fell to $106.00 from $110.80 in 2009-10, but rose for Arts to $34.60

from $29.50.

Total expenditure on cultural activities by individual state and territory governments

generally reflects population size with the more highly populated states spending the

most in absolute terms. However, on a per person basis, the smaller states and territories

had relatively higher levels of expenditure.

In 2010-11 the highest estimate of cultural expenditure per person was in the Northern

Territory ($338.60) followed by the Australian Capital Territory ($245.30), Western

Australia ($240.00) and Tasmania ($224.30).

In 2010-11, the estimate of expenditure of New South Wales Government funds for Arts

activities increased by 14% to $125.0m. The categories driving this increase were Music

theatre and opera, Other arts and Visual arts and crafts with expenditure increases of

90% ($5.5m), 36% ($4.7m) and 121% ($4.6m), respectively.
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NSW GOVERNMENT HERITAGE EXPENDITURE

In 2010-11, the estimate of cultural expenditure by the New South Wales Government

was $835.4m or 27% of the cultural expenditure by state and territory governments. This

was a fall of 3% from $862.4m in 2009-10. Recurrent expenses accounted for 82% of New

South Wales Government cultural expenditure. The estimate of per person expenditure

by the New South Wales Government was $116.40.

In 2010-11, the estimate of expenditure of New South Wales Government funds on

Heritage activities fell 6% to $710.4m. This fall was largely attributable to a 9% ($36.7m)

drop in Environmental heritage expenditure.

In 2010-11, local government contributed $1,259.9m (19%) to the estimate of total

government expenditure on cultural activities. Expenditure levels on cultural activities

generally reflect the size of the population, with the highly populated states spending

more on cultural activities. In 2010-11, the estimate of expenditure by local government

authorities on cultural activities in New South Wales was $409.7m, in Victoria $354.8m

and $228.6m in Queensland. The combined expenditure of these states on cultural

activities represented 79% of total local government expenditure on cultural activities.

New South Wales had the largest amount of recurrent

expenditure at $356.3m, followed by Victoria ($302.3m) and Queensland ($204.9m).

The estimate of capital expenditure by local government in 2010-11 was $156.9m. This

was an increase of 5% from 2009-10. New South Wales had the largest amount of capital

expenditure at $53.4m, followed by Victoria ($52.5m) and Queensland ($23.7m).

Information was

collected on the amount of recurrent and capital expenditure by Australian and state and

territory government departments (including selected agencies and authorities) for

heritage and arts cultural activities, facilities and services. Expenditure from other

sources, such as donations, membership costs or entrance fees, has been excluded.

3    Agencies classified by the Australian Bureau of Statistics (ABS) as public trading

enterprises (e.g. most performing arts venues) are not included in this collection, except

to the extent of any subsidies (or capital funding) paid to them from government

budgets.

4    Expenditure by government for major institutions which specialise in education of a

cultural nature, such as the National Academy of Music, the National Institute of

Dramatic Art, the Australian Ballet School and the Australian Film, Television and Radio

School has been included. Expenditure on special libraries (e.g. parliamentary libraries),

libraries in higher education institutions and schools is excluded.

5    In order to ensure that expenditure is not counted more than once within the whole

of government sector, specific purpose grants received from other levels of government

have been netted out of the expenditure for the receiving government.

Funding for the creation or publishing of musical compositions, or the creation or

release of recordings of music or other audio material. Includes the wholesaling and

retailing of recorded audio media, and the retailing of recorded video media.

Funding for the development, creation and production of interactive content for digital

products and services. Funding for the provision of electronic access to information

services and broadcasting radio and television programs on the Internet.

Mult imedia

Funding for creative writing and the printing, publishing and selling of hardcopy or

electronic format literature products including books, newspapers, periodicals, articles

and stories, magazines, sheet music, screenwriting and scriptwriting.

Literature and print media

Funding for the production or post-production of films, videos or other media

containing moving images. Funding for the acquisition of distribution rights and the

distribution of films and video productions for exhibition to motion picture theatres,

television networks and stations and to other businesses for hire, sale or resale.

Funding for the presentation of theatrical performances, including comedy. Theatrical

performances are those where a dramatic narrative is the primary focus.

Drama

Funding for the creative, artistic and aesthetic design of objects, concepts, environments

and services.

Design

Funding for the presentation of dance performances, including ballet, classical, modern

or contemporary dance. Includes funding for the provision of choreography services.

Dance

This division consists of units mainly engaged in the creation, manufacturing and sale of

goods and services relating to literature, radio, television, film, digital content, visual arts

and crafts, design, and performing arts including music.

The types of funding included in each category of this division are shown below.

AR T S

The Australian Culture and Leisure Classifications (ACLC) comprise three separate

classifications: the Industry Classification; the Product Classification; and the Occupation

Classification. These classifications focus on the economic side of culture and leisure

activities - the way culture and leisure activities are linked to the economy through direct

expenditure and employment.

In this publication, categories of expenditure have, where possible, been aligned with

the activities covered by the Arts and Heritage divisions of the Industry Classification in

the ACLC.

I N T R O D U C T I O N
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Funding for the permanent (or long-term) preservation of unique records, selected

because of their administrative, financial, legal, evidential or other information value,

which are generally no longer required for the conduct of current activities by

government agencies, non-government organisations or private individuals.

Funding for the provision of services which include the description and preservation of

archival material and the provision of archival research and reference facilities. The

archival records may be stored and accessed electronically or otherwise.

Archives

This division consists of units mainly engaged in the management of sites and collections

which represent the natural or cultural environment of Australia and the rest of the

world. The sites and collections have historic, aesthetic, scientific, environmental or

social significance. 'Significance' may be of relevance on an international, national or

sub-national basis (i.e. state/territory, local region or community). This division also

includes the retailing and restoration of antiques and collectibles.

The types of funding included in each category of this division are shown below.

HE R I T A G E

Funding for the production and retailing of one-off or limited series visual arts and crafts

products in either traditional or contemporary styles including digital works. Visual arts

and crafts products include paintings, murals, drawings, cartoons, prints, photographic

works of art, art installations, sculpture, ceramics, pottery, jewellery, woven or printed

textile art, clothing and wearables, carvings, furniture, glass craft, metal craft and leather

craft. Commercial photography services are also included.

Visual arts and crafts

Funding for radio or television program production and broadcasting. This includes

national broadcasting services, commercial broadcasting services, community

broadcasting services, subscription broadcasting services, subscription narrowcasting

services and open narrowcasting services.

Radio serv ices and television

serv ices

Funding for the operation, construction or maintenance of venues mainly engaged in the

presentation and rehearsal of performing arts.

Performing arts venues

Funding for the presentation of artistic performances which are not defined in the

previously listed performing arts categories. Includes funding for the provision of

services to music and the performing arts including services used in presentations,

management and organisational issues, recruitment and the representation of

performers and musicians.

Other performing arts

Includes funding for the following:

! the administration of multi-arts grants

! multi-arts festivals

! national, regional or local celebrations where the arts are the predominant activity

! programs or projects which allow greater community access to the arts

! teaching skills specific to the arts

! designing or constructing sets or designing/making/hiring costumes

! musical instrument retailing

! copyright collection agencies

! recorded media manufacturing

! wholesaling or retailing recorded media containing computer games/software

! still film and photographic libraries where the predominant activity is the sale of

rights to photographs, etc.

! drama and dance schools.

Expenditure of government funds on the creation of fixed assets (e.g. buildings
additions, renovations, restorations etc.), land, buildings and intangible assets including
expenditure on second-hand fixed assets, land acquisitions and capital grants for capital
works or projects. Includes capital grants or payments to individuals, groups,
organisations or other entities.
